Some of the other animals 
commonly seen here are – Bison, Sambar, Wild 
boar, Spotted deer, black Nilgiri Langaurs, etc.

Palace  
area. At  Mattancherry, visit the Dutch 
Palace, built by the Portuguese in 1555  and 
renovated by the Dutch in 1663.  In the 
ancient rooms the 17th century murals in 
vibrant colours relate the story of the epic 
Ramayana.  Visit the Jewish Synagogue in 
Jew Tow, then walk around Fort Cochin 
Area - Legend dates Jewish trade with 
Kerala from the times of King Solomon. A 
couple of streets of picture-postcard houses 
out of another age, in 17th century Dutch 
and traditional Kerala styles still exist. Visit 
St. Francis the oldest European Church in  
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 India, housing several antiquities including a 

wealth of records. These include a palm-leaf 
title deed the local Raja gave the 
Portuguese in 1503.  Nearing sunset, drive 
past the Chinese Fishing Nets, unique to 
this part of Kerala and living symbols of a 
centuries-old Chinese influence on this 
coast. High tea can be arranged at “Cochin 
Club”.
