Minutes of General Body Meeting

The GBM was held on 8th Jan, 2006 at Saha Institute of Nuclear Physics, Kolkata at 6:40 pm (IBS-2006 on Molecules, Interaction and Design: A Biophysical Perspective, Jan 7-9, 2006). There were 21 members present in the meeting.

A very brief account of the meeting proceedings/decisions is described below:
1. Dr. K.P. Mishra welcomed the members and gave a brief account of IBS activities recently.

2. It was suggested that IBS Accounts could be maintained in two forms: one at Mumbai (TIFR) as a more “dynamic” account and the second at Kolkata-IBS as a “fixed deposit” account.

3. It was pointed out that Audited account amount of IBS-2005 did not match with that of starting balance of IBS-2006. It was suggested that the Treasurer should look into this and sort out the discrepancy. 
4. It was emphasized that all Local Chapter meeting Accounts need to be audited and the excess money returned to IBS.

5. Next IBS meeting (IBS-2007) will be held at Punjab University, Chandigarh, organized by Prof. F.S. Nandel, perhaps during Feb, 2007. As a second and alternate choice, it was agreed that IBS-2007 could be considered at AIIMS, New Delhi during Dec, 2006. In case the meeting at Chandigarh is not happening, Prof. Jagannathan expressed the willing ness to organize IBS-2007 at AIIMS.
6. It was suggested that IBS should have its own independent web-site for its easier access. Life Membership intimation, updating of member addresses, Minutes (GBM & EC) of preceding IBS meeting need to be displayed on the same.  Prior intimation (at least by three weeks) of next IBS and the agenda items for GBM etc can be posted on the same for easy perusal by the members. Members expressed that dissemination of information through web-site is much more preferred over the regular hard-copy communication.
7.  An endowment award in the name of late Prof. Ratna Padke needs to be awarded annually to a bright and promising young scientist.

8. An annual J.C. Bose Lecture Award needs to be initiated to recognize and honor the contributions of an eminent Biophysicist researcher. The guidelines and the award details need to be worked out. It was requested that Prof. Govil will kindly help IBS formulate the same in due-course. 

9. It was strongly felt that all GNR-Lecturers, especially the ones invited from outside the country, need to be invited as Honorary Fellows of IBS.

10. Members felt that in this day and age of enormous technological advancements, research in Biophysics as in other areas is making strong strides with the help of highly incisive modern biophysical techniques that are in vogue now. In the light of such strides, it is better to hold one-day workshops focused on Modern Techniques as a part of annual IBS symposia.

Meeting ended with the vote of thanks to Chair.
