GENERAL INFORMATION FOR DELEGATES OF NSB2003 & ECBB

The accommodation for all delegates has been arranged for the period 20–25 Feb. 

2003 in the guest houses of the Institute/CBRI or NIH guest house, situated in and around the campus. 

The main entrance gate of the Indian Institute of Technology Roorkee is located on Delhi-Haridwar National Highway, barely 40 yards ahead of the Interstate Bus stand. You may please arrive at the Khosla International House (KIH guest house) located inside the campus at about 400 meters from Roorkee Interstate Bus Stand and about 1.5 Km from Roorkee Railway Station. 

Transport by rickshaw is available round the clock on payment of maximum charges of Rupees 10/- and 20/- from Interstate bus Stand and Railway Station, respectively. All meals including breakfast will be served in the KIH mess. 

The Institute buses will bring delegates staying in various guest houses to KIH mess at about 0800 AM and drop them back after dinner at the respective guest houses. The Venue of the Symposium is Civil Engineering Auditorium, which is at a walking distance from KIH. Transport by Institute buses has been arranged to bring delegates from INSA guesthouse, 

Delhi to Roorkee on 20 Feb. 2003 (starting INSA at 0100 PM/0200 PM., likely arrival at IITR at 0600/0700 PM) and then return to Delhi on 25 Feb. 2003 (starting KIH, IIT Roorkee at 0200 PM, likely arrival at INSA, Delhi 0700 PM).  

The INSA guest house is located centrally in Delhi and is situated at ~1 Km from New Delhi Railway Station at  ~4-5 Km from Delhi Junction Railway Station/Delhi Interstate Bus Stand. Since limited seats are available in Institute Buses, the transport facility may be availed on first come first serve basis. You are therefore requested to send your request for transport on 20 Feb. and/or 25 Feb. as well as tentative of arrival and departure date & time preferably by email (else by post). 

The website www.iitr.ernet.in/events is updated from time to time. You may confirm the acknowledgement of your request from the website.

The POSTER SIZE for poster presentation of research papers will be about 1metre x 1 metre. For invited talk and oral presentations, overhead projector, slide projector, LCD Projector and a PC with Microsoft Windows will be made available.

Please note that the temperature in Roorkee at present is 1-10 degree Celsius and is likely increase to 10-20 degree Celsius during 20-26 Feb. 2003. It is however advisable to keep woolen garments.

If you have applied for financial assistance for attending the Symposium, please note that the fund situation will be known by first week of February and the letters of grant of financial assistance will be issued soon thereafter by email/courier. 

Please note that the registration fees includes boarding and lodging charges for the period 20-25 February 2003, the excursion trip to Haridwar-Rishikesh on 23 Feb. 2003 and the transportation charges from Delhi to Roorkee (20 Feb. 2003) and return (25 Feb. 2003) by Institute buses.
